I come to the Solid Waste Department from the Economic Development Department so I understand the need to support our local businesses and how they help shape Athens into the amazing community that we all know and love. Not only is your business important to the success of our community, it is also important to the success of our efforts to reduce the amount of waste we put in our landfill. 
Our mission is to educate the public about the importance of waste reduction to the Athens-Clarke County community and implement a comprehensive, waste reduction plan that will reduce landfill disposal of solid waste by 60% by 2018 and 75% by 2020.

To do this we have to adopt, as a community, certain programs such as the Commercial Customer Recycling policy. Recycling not only offers numerous environmental benefits, it also saves the County money and is one of the easiest, hands-on ways that everyone can actively participate in reducing our impact on the planet.

There are three basic requirements for businesses and non-profit organizations licensed in ACC under the Commercial Customer Recycling Ordinance:
1. Provide collection for all recyclable material generated on the property

2. Provide recycling education for staff and customers

3. Submit a recycling form.

EXEMPTIONS: Businesses run strictly from a primary residence are exempt from this ordinance. Also, multi-family dwellings of four or less units are exempt. 

If you have not completed your Recycling Plan Form I have attached it for your convenience. If you have, thank you. With your participation, we can meet our goals of reducing waste sent to the landfill and increasing material recycled in Athens-Clarke County’s program.
